He then began to raise the funds on his own by collecting taxes with Parliamentary
consent and by requiring the English people to make * ” to the
government.

He also pressed many English men into military service.

In 1628, having spent the money from his “loans,” Charles again called

into session, demanding it meet his requests.

Parliament required the King to sign a forcing him to receive
Parliamentary consent to levy new taxes.

Shortly after, Buckingham was
