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DIRECTIONS: As you begin to peer review your classmates’ papers, you will want to pursue
the "PRAISE, QUESTION, POLISH" technique of editing.

e PRAISE: Find at least one thing (and preferably more) that you think is good about the
paper. Was it well-written? Was it logical and on subject? Did the writer use good word
choices and vivid verbs?

e QUESTION: Point out at least one thing in the paper about which you may have a
question. Was there something you didn't understand? Were there places where the
writer wandered off topic? Was there room fo better explain an idea or give examples?

e POLISH: Point out at least one thing that could make the paper better. Be positive and
be sure to give some examples of how you think the paper could be improved.
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
